“I can’t remember being conscious of my CP. I didn’t know any different. My parents and their friends never treated me any differently, so I always just had the attitude to get on with my life, even from a very young age,” Tim James said.

 “My dream and my goal for the rest of my life is to help kids with CP. I will begin to look into marketing my music around the world and assisting – and hopefully inspiring – children and adults with cerebral palsy worldwide. Anything is possible!” Mr. James said.
